The core theme of my work is to expose restricted anonymous medical data and processes retained and understood by exclusive and/or privileged groups. This is then translated into an artistic model for exploring personal and collective awareness.  Ownership of this subject matter enables me to re-attach human experiences/attributes to abstracted representations. The work reveals unpredictable insights into medical/scientific practices concerned at bodily and molecule level. My rationale and formal training in painting, textiles and photographic/digital/video techniques has led to experimental undertakings with materials, often negotiating across an artistic and scientific framework, creating a distinct hybrid of material and processes unified and whole.  
At present, I am a contemporary visual artist to be found in the School of Medicine, University of Southampton. Research, originally funded by the Leverhulme Trust, is carried out across two areas in the Southampton General Hospital. This arrangement of an artist studio in the Biomedical Imaging Department and my integrated space on the laboratory bench in the Experimental Oncology Unit has seemed to make very physical the borders between the different scientific disciplines involved. 

This current partnership with Prof. Tim Elliott and Dr Anton Page over the past 2 years has brought about work for three solo shows:

My engagement with biomedical science is probably best described as a consequence of a spinal injury. Following an MRI span and hospital treatment it became crucial to make sense of myself in relation to these medical interventions and to take ownership of these events. This intertwining of the abstract with the personal has been informed during both a BA Bath Spa University College and a Masters Degree, Winchester School of Art.
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
